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RED TAPE ~ STAGE 1



Idea: 1

RATIONALE
The title of the project ‘Red Tape’ taken in any context has negative connotations.

There are no positives in the title itself, unless you use a contradictory statement alongside it
(the strapline) - to highlight what's wrong with it or how to overcome it.

The end user will use ‘RED TAPE’ services (the ‘busting unit’ or other title) when they are
confused and frustrated with legislation, therefore the message and the identity has to be
simple, straightforward and to the point. The overall message can be reinforced with additional
text (headline) to communicate the overall message. This will be part of the next stage.

The key to the project is to ‘unravel’ these problems and answer them, the solution being
busting (or cutting) through it all, and pointing where to go of course...

NOTE:
To communicate a logo does not necessarily need to achieve all this on it’s own, but should convey some of
these key and mixed messages. Ideas follow that demonstrate this approach...

STRAPLINES + HEADLINES
Straplines:
To appear with logo/brand - RED TAPE
Unravelled.  Legislation Unravelled.  Cutting through Legislation.  Questions Answered.

NOT recommended: Busting Unit.
This is not a LOGO or brand strapline and should be used elsewhere as a brand extension (a headline).
e.g. Kwik Fit. (Brand).  ‘Kwik Fit Fitters’. (Brand Extension) - Used as a headline/image.

Other ideas not pursued:  RED TAPE... Cutters.  Solutions.
Bureaucracy Unravelled.  Regulations Unravelled.  Removing the barriers of legislation.

+ Headline and message reinforcement:
To accompany logo (and headlines TBC) and used on various items:
Call the RED TAPE BUSTING UNIT on 0 8 4 5  0 5 0 0  0 8 0

Other Text:
Making sense of business and Government jargon.
We answer your questions... getting you to the solution... turning negatives into positives...
